Description

· Write an essay describing a place you have revisited after being absent for a number of years.
Process analysis

· Write a process paper in which you explain the attributes required and the steps involved in one of your recreational activities.

· Write a paper explaining to new employees the process of the job training they might receive at one of the places you have worked.
Notes:

· Remember that you will be sharing your essay in class—choose a topic that is appropriate for our classroom community.

· You must follow MLA format when publishing this essay.

· Bring three copies of your rough draft to class on October 15. Your rough draft need not be polished, but it should be a reasonably complete version of your essay.

· Your final draft is due October 22.
