ENG 1450 WEEKLY REPORTS
In a report assignment, you will be asked to respond to materials outside of the book but which may also require you to apply concepts covered in a particular chapter. Writing these reports will help you reflect on what you learn in this class and improve your writing skills. Since some of the topics will often be based on outside readings and research, the reports assignment will give you opportunities to develop reading and research skills as well. In addition, reflecting on your findings will help you better remember what you are learning in this class and integrate it with or apply it to what you learn in other classes and experience in your life.

Your reports should be typed. Each report should be at least one page long, typed in an academic font, size 12, double-spaced, with standard (1”) page margins.
Notes
· Date and clearly title each homework assignment and report.

· Present the report in correct memo format when asked to do so. 

· I won't be grading you on the "correctness" of your writing. What matters is that you focus on the selected topic and think your ideas through.

· Make sure each homework assignment and report shows that you have put in time and effort and thought into it. If you turn in work that is shoddily presented or that contains undeveloped ideas or that is too brief, you will not earn full credit.
· Always write in paragraphs.
